Advice note relating to Grass and Wildflower Seed Mixes

Where circumstances permit and where there are no invasive alien species on site; a
preferred and sometimes more cost effective option for establishing grass and
wildflowers is to utilise the existing seed bank, such as the use of stripped top soil as

the source of seed.

This is likely to be the best way of ensuring that the vegetation that develops on
bare/disturbed ground comprises species that are native and therefore most

appropriate for the location.

If the utilisation of the existing seed bank is not possible; the following mixes can be

considered:

This following mix is specifically designed to create a fine leaved, open sward.
This will allow other colonising species to become established thereby increasing

species diversity of the area in question.
