PCC advise: 
Purposes and Duty:  The documents have not got the right balance between National Park purposes and the economic and social duty of National Park Authorities – the most significant concern relates to the scale and location of future growth.

Waste: The Management Plan indicates continuing commitment to provision of local, small scale community-based schemes, but is silent on larger scale municipal and commercial waste generation issues within the NP, for instance the disposal of commercial waste generated in the Tenby and Saundersfoot area.

Minerals: Shifting minerals provision from National Park to non national Park locations is a potential solution to the tensions between resource and National Park designation and purposes.  Alternative locations for the resource would need to be demonstrated and inter-authority agreement required. 

Housing: The scale of development is inadequate particularly in relation to housing provision.

Employment Land: The Authority is only allocating 1.68 hectares of employment land.

Highways: Highway schemes are not identified. There are detailed provisions missing from the Strategy.  Please refer to the improvement to the A40.

Major Development:  identify those major developments that are appropriate for the National Park.

Renewable Energy: Various detailed comments.

Sustainable Design: concern over the rigour of standard and the likely impact on the delivery of affordable housing.

The hotels policy needs to be more flexible, whilst recognising the need for caution in that hotels can be lost to housing to the detriment of holiday destinations.

Harbours: They are seeking development of Saundersfoot harbour to create something short of a marina.  Wish to relax harbour policy to include potential for residential and other mixed development that reflects the reality of market demand.  Need for the harbour to allow it to adapt to meet current economic needs.  

S106 negotiations: the County Council are concerned that the Authority is not progressing with these and ask for engagement.  

Retail: The role of Tenby has been underplayed. An up-to-date assessment of the retail capacity in the Tenby Saundersfoot area should be undertaken.

Special Qualities: Consider placing greater emphasis on the characteristics of the towns and villages of the Park.  Elements protected go beyond National Park purposes.

Purposes and Duty:  This issue has been debated through addressing individual subject areas – see below.

Waste: The Pembrokeshire Coast National Park Local Development Plan now includes reference (paragraph 4.81) to allowing as an exception to Policy 15 and the South West Wales Regional Waste Plan 1st Review an enlarged facility within the National Park which serves more than National Park communities.   Paragraph 4.86 similarly allows such an exception for composting proposals.        

Minerals: The Plan now refers to (paragraph 4.67) exceptional circumstances where minerals development may be permitted in the Park.  Paragraph 4.68  refers to ongoing discussions to finding a solution to sourcing output currently met from reserves within the National Park so that it is sourced outside the National Park.

Housing: The overall scale of housing development has been enhanced significantly in the National Park.  The proportion of affordable housing also proposed has also been significantly enhanced.  

Employment Land: The level of employment land proposed and mixed use allocations has been increased.  

Highways: Highway schemes are identified. The A40 improvement line is also shown on the Proposals Map.  

Major Development:  No change in approach has been taken here by the National Park Authority as what was considered appropriate by the County Council was considered to be contrary to National Planning Policy.  

Renewable Energy: The Renewable Energy Policy 21 and other policies of the Plan have been amended to clarify the Authority’s approach to how onshore connections to off shore renewable energy generators will be treated.      

Sustainable Design: Policy 33 Affordable Housing now advises that where proposals are proven not to be viable because of the requirements for affordable housing, other planning obligation requirements and sustainable design requirements then affordable housing will be given priority.    

Officers of the National Park Authority have clarified how the Hotels policy will be applied and clarified the wording of the policy to meet concerns raised.

Comments relating to harbours: The Saundersfoot Harbour policy – Policy 53 - has been amended to allow proposals that help sustain working harbour activities.  This could in principal include the potential for residential and other mixed development.  

S106 negotiations: A draft Joint Supplementary Planning Guidance on S106 obligations consultation has take place before Christmas 2008.  Both Authorities are now organising reports of consultation etc. to their respective Authorities.    

Retail: The County Council now accept the status identified for Tenby in the Local Development Plan.  Liaison on cross boundary issues continues.

Special Qualities: Greater emphasis on the characteristics of the towns and villages of the Park has been inserted in Policy 45.    

In addition a Joint Statement of Principles has been agreed.
