Aim of this Paper

1.1 This document sets out the assessment of open space within the Pembrokeshire Coast National Park. The methodology used is set out in the Open Space Methodology Background Paper (number *).  

2
Overview of how this Paper fits into Plan Preparation 

2.1 An assessment of Open Space in the National Park has been undertaken to establish if there is sufficient to meet the needs of communities now and during the Local Development Plan period (end date 2021).
2.2 The need to seek additional and particular types of open space have been highlighted in the Deposit Local Development Plan, in the section relating to open space and green wedges.
2.3 The assessment results have been shared with Pembrokeshire County Council Officers as there are a number of cross-boundary issues where provision for communities inside the National Park will be met in the area of Pembrokeshire County Council’s planning jurisdiction and vice versa. This is particularly relevant in settlements and communities lying partly within the National Park and partly within the County Council’s planning jurisdiction.
3
National Strategies, Planning Policy and Open Space
3.1 The Assembly Government’s strategic agenda for Wales is set out in Wales: A Better Country (September 2003).  It provides for a sustainable future, tackling poverty and poor health, creating better prospects for our children, and enabling people to live healthy, independent lives.
3.2 The Wales Spatial Plan (2008) sets out the Assembly Government’s policies and priorities in a spatial context, including creating sustainable communities and sustainable accessibility.  It recognises that the quality of the environment is fundamental and sets out actions for protection and enhancement of urban and rural areas. It also seeks to provide for sustainable communities as attractive places to live and work, promoting healthier lifestyles as set out in the Assembly’s Strategy for Sport and Physical Activity for the next 20 years – Climbing Higher (January 2005).
3.3 Climbing Higher includes the following targets which should guide the development of planning policy and setting standards within local authorities:
· Increase in the proportion of people in Wales using the Welsh natural environment for outdoor activity from 36% to 60%.

· No-one living more than a 6-minute walk (300m) from the nearest natural green space; and
· All public sector employees and 75% of other employees will have access to sport and physical activity facilities at, or within a 10 minute walk of the workplace.

3.4 Environment Strategy for Wales (May 2006) sets out the Assembly’s strategy for protecting and enhancing the environment and states that every community should have a high quality, well planned built environment which provides access to green spaces, areas for recreation and supports biodiversity. It also provides for an increased number of people walking and cycling and using the natural environment.
3.5 The Welsh Assembly Government’s main planning objectives in relation to sport and recreation are set out in Planning Policy Wales and are:
· A more sustainable pattern of development by creating and maintaining networks of facilities and open spaces in places well served by sustainable means of travel, in particular within urban areas;

· Social inclusion, improved health and well-being by ensuring that everyone, including the elderly and those with disabilities, has easy access to good quality, well-designed facilities and open space; and

· The provision of innovative, user-friendly, accessible facilities to make our urban areas, particularly town centres more attractive places, where people will choose to live, work and visit.

3.6 In order to achieve the aims of the Welsh Assembly Government, Planning Policy Wales sets out the main planning objectives which can be summarised as follows:
· Adequate land and water resources are made available;

· Open spaces with significant recreational or amenity value should be protected from development;

· Seek contributions to the maintenance of safe and attractive facilities and open space;

· The rights of way network should be protected;

· Set standards of provision so that deficiencies can be identified and met through the planning process.

3.7 Technical Advice Note 16 – Sport Recreation and Open Space provides technical guidance on policy set out in Planning Policy Wales. It provides technical detail on standards and types of recreational provision. It includes reference to the National Playing Fields Associated Standards which recommends a minimum standard for outdoor playing space of 2.4 hectares (6 acres) per 1000 population. (The National Playing Fields Association changed its name in summer 2008 and is now called Fields in Trust. It continues to recommend that 6 acres of recreational space is required for every 1000 people).
3.8 In July 2006 the Welsh assembly Government issued a revision to Technical Advice Note 16 – Sport, Recreation and Open Space (TAN16) for public consultation. The document supplements and provides technical guidance on policy set out in Planning Policy Wales (2002) and it advises on the role of the planning system in making provision for sport and recreational facilities, and open informal spaces, as well as protecting existing facilities and open spaces to meet the diversity of recreational needs in urban and rural areas of Wales. The revised TAN16 has not been finalised and remains as a draft.

4
Open Space Assessment

4.1 The Draft Revised TAN16 suggests a methodology based on an Open Space Assessment. This would be achieved by undertaking a local assessment of need and an audit of existing provision. The assessment would then be used to inform the preparation, monitoring and review of Local Development Plan policies.  This section details the Open Space Assessment in 5 stages.
Stage 1: Identifying Local Need
4.2 The context for this stage of the process has been established by:

a) A review of existing national, regional and local plans and strategies
Summaries of the relevant documents are set out above. At a national level strategies and plans set out a clear steer towards an attractive environment and healthy lifestyles. This would include protecting areas which have recreational and/or amenity value and improving accessibility for communities to recreational land to help increase recreational activity.
b) Local plans and strategies
The Joint Unitary Development Plan for Pembrokeshire has policies to protect public and private open space from inappropriate development. This includes protection of existing recreational facilities and encouragement of further facilities where needed. An audit of open space within settlements was undertaken to inform the plan and areas over half hectare in size were shown on the proposals map. This has been used as a basis for a more detailed audit undertaken for this assessment. 

The Pembrokeshire Rights of Way Improvement Plan sets out a series of actions which relate to improvements to the public right of way network. Many of the actions involve improvements to the existing network to make them safer and easier to use. Communities also asked for development of more circuits and links between communities and the surrounding countryside. 
c) Effectiveness of existing planning policies and provision standards;

The policies in the Joint Unitary Development Plan have worked effectively to date. The wording of the policies and delineation of open spaces on the proposals map have clearly set out the intention of the National Park Authority to protect areas of open space. 
d) Known demands for recreational open space
Planed has facilitated the preparation of a number of Community Action Plans through the National Park. Not all communities have undertaken a survey to date, but of those which have the following requests for recreational facilities have been made:

e) Consultation with the local community.

Communities within the National Park are regularly consulted on the work undertaken by this Authority and the County Council. Some of these consultation exercises are part of the development plan preparation and are statutory exercises. Others are undertaken to improve or better target spending on services. The results of the most recent surveys have revealed the following requirements from National Park communities in respect of open space:
i) Joint Unitary Development Plan for Pembrokeshire (Deposit Plan Consultation 2004): within the National Park there were requests to retain Parc y Plant at Newport as a childrens’ playing field and for the Burrows in Freshwater East to be available for public access. 
ii) Pembrokeshire Community Plan Residents Survey 2007 – this survey was for the whole of Pembrokeshire. Relevant results from this include:

· Nearly 70% of respondents consider that a park or open space should be within 15 minutes of their home. No-one who expressed an opinion in the survey thought it should be more than 30 minutes away;

· 31 % of respondents want a sports or leisure centre within 20 minutes of home. A quarter of respondents wanted these facilities within 15 minutes of home and 80% wanted them within half hour of home;
· One third of respondents wanted cultural or recreational facilities within 30 minutes of home. Nearly one quarter wanted them within 20 minutes and a fifth within 15 minutes.

· For sports and recreational facilities younger age groups generally wanted them closest to home.

iii) Local Development Plan Community Panels autumn 2008 – a series of meetings were held in September/October of 2008 for communities to have an opportunity to comment on the proposals being drafted for the Deposit Local Development Plan. There were seven meetings in total which were attended by invited representatives of community groups, including Community Councils and locally-elected Members. The meetings were facilitated by a team of consultants on behalf of the National Park Authority. Following the meetings feedback was delivered in the form of notes of the meetings and directly from the invited representatives on feedback forms. Relevant extracts from this feedback is listed in table 2 below:

Stage 2: Definition of Open Space
4.3 Areas which can be considered as Open Space are defined in the draft TAN16. It should be taken to mean all open space of public value, including not just land, but also areas of water, such as rivers, canals, lakes and reservoirs which offer important opportunities for sport, recreation and tourism and can also act as a visual amenity, and may have conservation importance.

Stage 2:  Audit of Existing Open Space
4.4 A surveyor was employed for a 4 month period to undertake this element of the assessment. The surveyor was supplied with maps of the settlements within the National Park and asked to identify open space. Open space over half-hectare and within settlement boundaries is shown within the Joint Unitary Development Plan for Pembrokeshire and this was included on the maps.  All of these sites were reviewed as part of the process. Additional sites were identified by the surveyor.
4.5 For each site a proforma was completed (see Appendix A) and a photograph taken. This information includes the size and particular use of the site and its condition.
4.6 The data and photographs were then entered into an electronic database and used to evaluate the level and type and location of open space currently available within the National Park. The summary results of this exercise are shown below. Further details about the types of open space in each settlement are provided at Appendix B.

4.7 A number of settlements and communities lie partly within the National Park and partly within the County Council’s planning jurisdiction. Officers at Pembrokeshire County Council were contacted about cross-boundary issues between the two Authorities. 4.8 Allotments: Within the National Park, Pembrokeshire County Council provides allotments at Dinas Cross (4), Solva (2) and Tenby (6). At the time that the Open Space Audit was being undertaken (Autumn 2007) the Council had no proposals for additional allotments.
4.9 It may be possible that privately owned and operated allotments are available in the National Park, but these have not been identified in the Open Space Audit.

Stage 3: Set the Standards of Provision
4.10 Open space and recreational facilities can make a major contribution to ensuring that cities, towns and villages are pleasant places to live, work and visit. The main role of the planning system is to ensure that there are sufficient of them and that they are in the right places. There is also a need to ensure that they are of high quality, attractive to users and appropriately managed or maintained.
4.11 Open spaces are needed to fulfill a variety of needs. The most obvious may be for recreational purposes – these are sports pitches, skateboard parks, rights of way, for example. The need for this type of open space is easiest to quantify and is closely linked to population, including the age, social structure and distribution. Future demands will be linked to forecasted changes in the population and the effectiveness of strategies to encourage recreational activity.
4.12 Open space also fulfils less quantifiable roles within communities. These include:

· Contribution to the character of a place;

· A break in development, sometimes called breathing spaces;

· Areas of historic value – these can be linked to the history of a settlement, perhaps where fairs have been held;

· Community spaces – a place to hold the village fete, for example;
· Communal areas used as gardens;

· Sanctuaries or corridors for wildlife.

4.13 It is less easy to quantify the need for this sort of open space.

4.14 Local need for open space is likely to vary considerably from one place to another, even within a local planning authority area. The value of these spaces, however, primarily depends on:

· The extent to which they meet clearly identified local needs; and

· The wider benefits they generate for people, including visitors, wildlife, biodiversity and the wider environment.

4.15 Residents in rural areas cannot realistically expect to have the same level of access to the full range of different types of formal sport and recreational facilities normally available in more densely populated urban areas. This means that residents in rural areas usually have to travel further to some forms of provision.  These residents, however, would expect to have access to less formal facilities, such as a village green or recreation ground and village hall. In the National Park access to beaches and the coast is also important.
4.16 Should the quantity of village-level facilities in a rural area be assessed against an ‘urban’ provision standard there might appear to be a surplus of provision. However, this does not necessarily mean that it will be acceptable to allow a change to another land use. 
4.17 Some of the open spaces identified can only be lost and not created. For example those protected for historic or wildlife reasons or open areas that were planned as part of existing developments. This also applies to spaces that are well-used or cherished by local communities. Many of these sites would be protected in their own right under National Planning Policy or policies contained in the Local Development Plan.
The Standards
4.18 In terms of setting a standard of provision of recreational open space TAN16 makes reference to the Fields in Trust  “Six Acre Standard” = 2.4 hectares (6 acres) per 1000 people as a useful gauge to determining an appropriate level of recreational playing space. The Fields in Trust advises that adoption of this minimum standard on its own is a crude tool and was not intended for use on its own. It would not take into account, for example quality of provision nor differing local circumstances. In addition it is, of course, only a measure for recreational open space and would not take into account the wider definition of public open spaces.
4.19 Establishing a standard of provision for other types of open space is less quantifiable. The Countryside Council for Wales/English Nature recommends that provision should be made of at least 2ha (4.94 acres) of accessible natural green space per 1000 population according to a system of tiers into which sites of different sizes fit:  

· no person should live more than 300m from their nearest area of natural green space; 

· there should be at least one accessible 20ha site within 2km from home; 

· there should be one accessible 100ha site within 5km; 

· there should be one accessible 500ha site within 19km.

Stage 4: Applying  the Standards of Provision
Recreational Open Space
4.20 The Fields in Trust 6 acre standard has been used as a minimum standard by which to measure the existing provision of recreational open space. The results of the assessments revealed that overall there is a surplus of recreational open space when measured against this standard within the National Park, although this is not the case for every individual settlement.
4.21 Provision of recreational open space against the standard was measured for every settlement surveyed. As recommended by the Fields in Trust, the standard was further broken down as follows:
· Pitches – 1.2hectares (3 acres) per 1000 population
· Other outdoor sports  - 0.4 hectares (1 acre) per 1000 population

· Childrens’ playspace 0.8 hectares (2 acres per 1000 population.

4.22 It is sometimes difficult to determine which category of the 6 acre standard a site should fall as pitches are commonly used on an informal basis for other sports or childrens’ playspace. For the purposes of the assessment only formal pitches have been categorized as such. All school playing fields have been categorized as childrens’ playspace as this is their primary purpose. The Property Review Manager at Pembrokeshire County Council has advised that they exist for the use of school pupils only and that the general public cannot use them without the express permission of the Local Education Authority. A number of these facilities are used, however for organized sports outside school hours. Planned amenity space within developments has also been included as childrens’ space.
4.23 The breakdown of the 6 acre standard by settlement is provided in Appendix C. This shows that a number of settlements, particularly the smaller settlements do not meet the 6 acre standard. In many instances the needs can be met in nearby settlements. The table in Appendix D sets out how shortfalls in provision are proposed to be met. It also includes information about facilities wanted by various communities where this is known using information gathered by means set out in section 1 above.
4.24 The table below illustrates where further action is still required and sets out how this is proposed to be undertaken. In some instances this will require developer contributions to meet provision. Supplementary planning guidance will be needed to explain the requirements on developers for delivering improvements to infrastructure, services and facilities which includes provision of open space. Further details contained in Policy 36 of the Deposit Local Development Plan.

	Minimum of 0.26ha of childrens’ playspace/playground is needed to meet the 6 acre standard.
	Seek developer contributions towards provision through planning obligations and opportunities for identification of appropriate site(s).

	Saundersfoot
	Minimum of 2.18ha needed to meet needs arising in Saundersfoot, Wiseman’s Bridge and Summerhill. Pembrokeshire County Council has also requested that demand arising from Pleasant Valley be accommodated in Saundersfoot. Saundersfoot benefits from a large beach which can contribute towards half (1.09ha) of the playspace required.
	Playground provision of 1.09ha is needed to meet the shortfall of provision. It would be beneficial if this were comprised of a number of small sites, including one site at Amroth. Seek developer contributions towards provision through planning obligations and opportunities for identification of appropriate sites.

	St Davids
	Pembrokeshire County Council has asked that demand for recreational facilities arising in Croesgoch, Llanrhian and Square and Compass be met in St Davids. The community in St Davids has requested development of a combined leisure centre and skate park.

Should proposals for a leisure centre and skatepark come forward then it can be considered against the community facilities and infrastructure requirements policy of the Local Development Plan.

	The Rhos
	The Rhos has very small recreational requirements based on the 6-acre standard. The County Council has indicated that at present Haverfordwest has a surplus of provision for its own population but in advance of undertaking their own assessment they have advised that other settlements in closer proximity to Haverfordwest may require having their needs met through new or enhanced provisions. The community at Rhos has requested provision of an area for young people.
	Should proposals, requiring planning permission for an area for young people come forward then it can be considered against the community facilities and infrastructure requirements policy of the Local Development Plan.

	Trefin
	Minimum of 0.26ha of childrens’ playspace/playground is needed to meet the 6 acre standard.
	Seek developer contributions towards provision through planning obligations and opportunities for identification of appropriate site(s).


Natural Green Space

4.25 This standard takes into account the wider definition of open space. In order to apply the standards set out by the Countryside Council for Wales/English Nature the types of areas that can be defined as Natural Green Space are: parks & gardens; natural and semi-natural greenspace; green corridors; churchyards and cemeteries; accessible countryside; and water - including ponds, rivers, lakes and beaches (Draft Revised TAN16: Sport, Recreation and Open Space, July 2006).

4.26 Parks and gardens were identified from the Pembrokeshire Coast National Park Authority's survey of open space in the National Park. Those areas identified as formal gardens, informal play areas and amenity areas were included.

4.27 Natural and semi-natural greenspace has been identified as National Nature Reserves. These are natural or semi-natural area that are likely to have a relatively high degree of public accessibility. This approach may have resulted in much natural green space being excluded from this exercise, but most of the excluded land will not be freely accessible to the public.
4.28 It is unclear whether green corridors are intended to reflect a corridor of accessibility, or a corridor of land of conservation value that serves to link up wildlife populations that would otherwise be isolated. Given that there are no formal designations of land in the latter definition, the accessibility definition has been used. Land has been identified within 10 metres of a Public Right of Way or the Pembrokeshire Coast Path National Trail. This forms 'corridors' where the public can access what will be, for the most part, natural or semi-natural greenspace. In order to avoid footpaths alongside or in close proximity to roads any footpath within 20 metres of a road has been excluded.
4.29 Churchyards and cemeteries have been identified from Pembrokeshire County Council's database of potentially contaminated land.
4.30 Accessible countryside has been identified as Common Land and Open Country were the public has unrestricted access under the Countryside and Rights of Way Act 2000, and land owned or leased by the Pembrokeshire Coast National Park Authority that is managed primarily for nature conservation.
4.31 Water (including ponds, beaches, etc) has been identified from the Ordnance Survey MasterMap dataset, as objects with a legend attribute of 'Water Region' or 'Foreshore'.
4.32 Land identified in these categories has been merged into a map of natural green space in the Pembrokeshire Coast National Park shown below as map 1.

4.33 The requirements of the Countryside Council for Wales/English Nature standards are to identify the number of people living: 
a)
more than 300m from the nearest area of natural green space
b)
more than 2km from a 20ha area of natural green space

c)
more than 5km from a 100ha area of natural green space

d)
more than 19km from a 500ha area of natural green space

4.34 To assess this, buffers were constructed around the areas of land identified as natural green space: 
· A 300 metre buffer was constructed around all the land identified; 
· a 2 km buffer around contiguous areas of 20ha or more, 
· a 5km buffer around contiguous areas of 100ha or more and 
· a 19km buffer around contiguous areas of 500ha or more. 
4.35 These areas were then used to identify points from the Ordnance Survey Address Point dataset falling outside the buffer areas. From 2001 Census data at Output Area level an estimate of the population in the categories a to d above can be calculated based on the number of address points.
4.36 The series of maps (numbers 2 to 5) set out in Appendix D show the areas of natural green space in each size category and the address points within the Pembrokeshire Coast National Park beyond the required distance from these areas.
4.37 Table 7 below summarises the number of people living outside the required distance from natural, accessible green space of specified sizes.

4.38 As with the 6 acre standard, this standard is intended as a guideline. The areas defined as natural green space have accounted for the minimum areas which are accessible to the public and do not take into account the wider landscape including areas which area not publicly accessible. The maps therefore give an indication not of a lack of open green space but a lack of accessibility. 
4.39 When applying this assessment to the population living within settlements the results show that only 13 properties within centres as defined in the Local Development Plan in the National Park currently fail to meet this requirement which shows that the majority of those living greater distances from publicly accessible open space are those living in countryside locations. The list of such properties in centres are as follows:
a) Two properties at the edge of Solva;

b) One property at the northern edge of Cosheston;

c) Four properties at the western edge of Jameston;

d) Four properties at Manorbier Station; and

e) Two at the southern tip of New Hedges.

4.40 Given that the remainder of the properties within each of these settlements meets the requirements the distance by which these properties fail to meet this distance must be very small.
4.41 It is fair to say that this policy has been developed with good intention to ensure that people living in large urban areas, or post industrial areas, have access to natural open space and the opportunity to experience nature. These will be densely populated where it is realistic to establish such areas within easy reach of a lot of people. 
4.42 In terms of access to open green space the Rights of Way Improvement Plan for Pembrokeshire contains a number of policies which will help to improve access to the countryside, and therefore will help to improve this situation.

Accessibility

4.43 The audit of existing open spaces included an assessment of how accessible they are for people who use wheelchairs. The audit shows that 14.58 of the sites surveyed (42 sites) are not wheelchair accessible. This however, includes areas defined as road verges and other amenity spaces which may be planted or other spaces which occupy steep areas. Of the recreational spaces audited 62% can be accessed by a wheelchair user. In some instances this question was not completed by the surveyor and so these figures is likely to be an underestimate of the actual situation. 
Quality of Provision
4.44 The sites were assessed during the audit for maintenance and for any signs of misuse. Table 8 below show that the majority of sites are well maintained and not damaged.

4.45 Only one site was found to have evidence of dog fouling.
The Future
4.46 Section D of the Local Development Plan contains details of population projections for the National Park. This advises that various forecasts have been made to establish what will happen to the population during the Plan period which is until 2021. The most credible of the forecasts or projections is that done by Pembrokeshire County Council which suggests that the population of the National Park will decline slightly between 2001 and 2021. Further detail is available in Section D of the Local Development Plan and the Housing Background Paper.
4.47 Based on this information alone, no additional provision of open space, other than that identified in this paper to meet the standards in certain locations at present will be required during the Plan period. The overall figures of recreational open space show a surplus of provision for the National Park as a whole. This, however is not to suggest that some of the provision should be lost, particularly as strategies and plans for the future are to increase activity and healthy lifestyles. Access to open space and particularly recreational facilities are a key element of such a strategy. 
Stage 5: Drafting Policies for the Local Development Plan

4.48 The Deposit Local Development Plan published for public consultation in Spring 2009 contains a section about Green Wedges and Open Space. It makes reference to national Planning Policy and to this background paper. It identifies the need for childrens’ playspace/playgrounds at Newport, Trefin, Saundersfoot, Amroth, Freshwater East, Moylegrove and St Davids.
4.49 Policy 36 of the Deposit Plan refers to community facilities and infrastructure requirements. It seeks to protect existing facilities, and this would include recreational facilities and other public open space. It also permits provision of new and extended facilities to meet community needs where they are convenient to other services to meet the needs of the user. This policy also refers to the need to require developer contributions to improve the provision or standard of facilities and services.
4.50 The proposals map identifies areas of open space to be protected. This includes recreational facilities, playgrounds and other amenity areas.
