Planning Policy Wales (March 2002)
WAG aims to extend choice in transport and secure accessibility in a way which supports sustainable development by encouraging the establishment of an integrated transport system which is safe, efficient, clean and fair.
Land use planning can help to achieve the WAGs objectives for transport through:
· Reducing the need to travel, especially by private car, by locating development where there is good access by public transport, walking and cycling;

· Locating development near other related uses to encourage multi-purpose trips and reduce the length of journeys;

· Improving accessibility by walking cycling and public transport;

· Ensuring that transport is accessible to all, taking into account the needs of disabled and other less mobile people;

· Promoting walking and cycling;

· Supporting the provision of high quality public transport;

· Supporting traffic management measures;

· Promoting sustainable transport options for freight and commerce;

· Supporting sustainable travel options in rural areas; and

· Ensuring that as far as possible, transport infrastructure does not contribute to land take, urban sprawl or neighbourhood severance.

Development Plan policies should take into account statutory air quality objectives, together with the results of air quality reviews and assessments and any Air Quality Management Plans or Area Action Plans. (Cross-ref to air quality issues paper (Michel).
Walking and cycling should be promoted for shorter trips and encourage the implementation of specific measures to develop safe cycling including new or improved routes, secure parking and changing facilities in major developments and at transport interchanges.

Local authorities should promote public transport as a means to achieve environmental objectives, to assist in relieving congestion and to encourage social inclusion.

Local authorities should identify in development plans and LTPs the need for additional interchange sites and improvements to existing interchanges.

Park and ride should normally be considered as one element of a comprehensive planning and transport strategy designed to improve the relative attractiveness of public transport and reduce the overall dependence on the car. The development should identify suitable sites for park and ride facilities.
Traffic management measures should be adopted to improve the street environmental and promote road safety.

Car parking requirements should be lower than in the past. Minimum standards are no longer appropriate. Redevelopment of car park should be encouraged to bring provision down to revised standards and permission refused for public and private car parks which do not meet the strategic aims of the development plan and LTP.
Development Plan should specify the primary road network, include all proposals for new roads and major improvements to the primary network.
Local authorities should consider the potential for promoting the use of railways for additional passenger and freight traffic.

Planning authorities should seek to promote the use of ports and inland waterways  by the protection or provision of access to them and by the retention or provision of appropriate wharf, dock, harbour and rail transfer facilities.

Technical Advice Note 18: Transport (Welsh Assembly Government, March 2007)
Integration can help the Assembly Government achieve these environmental outcomes, together with its wider sustainable development policy objectives by:

promoting resource and travel efficient settlement patterns;

ensuring new development is located where there is, or will be, good access by public transport, walking and cycling thereby minimising the need for travel and fostering social inclusion;

managing parking provision;

ensuring that new development and major alterations to existing developments include appropriate provision for pedestrians (including those with special access and mobility requirements), cycling, public transport, and traffic management and parking/servicing;

encouraging the location of development near other related uses to encourage multi-purpose trips;

promoting cycling and walking;

supporting the provision of high quality, inclusive public transport;

supporting provision of a reliable and efficient freight network;

promoting the location of warehousing and manufacturing developments to facilitate the use of rail and sea transport for freight;

encouraging good quality design of streets that provide a safe public realm and a distinct sense of place; and

ensuring that transport infrastructure or service improvements necessary to serve new development allow existing transport networks to continue to perform their identified functions.

Local Development Plans

The development plan could generate a requirement for transport schemes to support the implementation of the plan strategy and enable development. Such proposals should be covered by one or more policies, supported by an evidence base, including the extent to which the plan is dependent on the proposals and the risks involved in its delivery. The evidence should include an indication of the funding source and where there is a requirement for developer funding this should be made clear in the plan. Where planning permission will be required for a road scheme, its inclusion in the plan should normally provide the means to examine both the need for, and the alignment of, the route. In setting out policy for minor improvements, authorities may appropriately deal with detailed planning considerations or programme issues through supplementary planning guidance (SPG), which is related to an adopted plan.

A transport scheme also may result from RTP or local transport planning activity, addressing network issues, such as accessibility, capacity, environmental and social impacts and safety. Development plans should include one or more policies that set the framework for the determination of planning applications for transport proposals.
Policies and proposals in development plans should address the overall development of the transport network and related services, including public transport, interchange facilities including park and ride, multi-modal freight facilities, rail depots, roads, cycleways, pedestrian routes, inland waterways, harbours/ports and airports (including safeguarding zones).
Development plans should provide a clear land use policy framework for achieving local authority road traffic reduction targets, where they are set and assessing the transport implications of planning applications.

Farm Diversification
It is important that a realistic assessment of the transport impacts is made, with a view to reconciling traffic issues with the benefits of encouraging diversification.
Tourism

Tourism proposals, particularly in rural areas, should demonstrate access by a choice of modes to avoid locking in the requirement for travel by car. Even small-scale tourist facilities that rely on car based travel can offer public transport information or arrange pick-ups from rail stations or coach/bus stops. In rural areas a lack of public transport access needs to be balanced against the contribution tourism makes to the rural economy in the specific area.

Local authorities should identify rural areas under particular pressure from car-reliant tourism and adopt policies that mitigate the negative effects of future development while promoting economic development opportunities. Undertaking a transport assessment for proposed tourism developments is important within areas of identified tourist pressure. Requirements for transport assessment in such areas should be identified through the development plan and cross-references made to relevant RTP proposals or initiatives.
Parking

A co-ordinated approach to parking provision should be pursued at both regional and local levels. Regional parking frameworks should be developed as part of the RTP to support both the transport strategy of the RTP and the development strategies of the corresponding development plans.

Local planning authorities should use the regional framework as a common starting point and then identify parking issues of a local nature to be addressed in the development plan (and SPG) , including any justification for departing from the regional framework.

Maximum car parking standards should be used at regional and local level as a form of demand management.  Evidence based on the likely effects of different parking levels for each land use should be considered, including consideration of the relative locations of land uses and their consequent accessibility.

Some car free housing development may be appropriate in locations with good walking, cycling and public transport links and in areas where parking is controlled.

Walking and Cycling

It is imperative that local authorities take into consideration the needs of walkers and cyclists in all development planning decisions, in line with the Assembly Government’s strategy for Walking and Cycling. Development plans should integrate policies and objectives for walking and cycling, with policies for development design, traffic management, protecting and enhancing green spaces, and safeguarding routes in urban and rural areas for walkers, cyclists and horse-riders.

Park and Ride

Where the RTP has identified a requirement for park and ride facilities, planning authorities should include proposals for them in the development plan. Park and ride schemes must be supported by parking restraint policies and traffic management measures to help maximise their effectiveness.

Road Network
Development plans should specify the primary route network, including trunk roads and separately identify the core network.

Developments in the vicinity of trunk roads and local roads of strategic importance, or their junctions, can add significantly to local traffic movements and reduce the effectiveness of the road network. Planning authorities should identify these through routes as corridors for movement adjacent to which development will be resisted.

Freight
Development plans should identify and allocate sites for distribution, warehousing and bulk-consuming/ producing manufacturing which have direct access to the rail network and/or to the local distributor road network, trunk or principal road network. Wherever possible new freight facilities should be located adjacent to railways and/or ports to promote modal transfer of freight.

Railways
Local authorities, when preparing development plans and RTPs, should consider the potential for promoting increased use of the railways for both passenger and freight movement.
Transport Assessment

Transport assessments provide the information necessary to assess the suitability of an application in terms of travel demand and impact. The transport assessment process should include the production of a ‘Transport Implementation Strategy’ (TIS) for the development. This should set objectives and targets relating to managing travel demand for the development and set out the infrastructure, demand management measures and financial contributions necessary to achieve them. The TIS should set a framework for monitoring the objectives and targets, including the future modal split of transport to development sites.

Developers should be required by local authorities to submit transport assessments to accompany planning applications for developments that are likely to result in significant trip generation (see Annex D for suggested thresholds). This requirement should be defined and secured through a policy in the development plan with relevant detail in SPG.

Scottish Executive Transport Assessment and Implementation: A Guide (August 2005)
This document seeks to provide a better practice guide to deal with the likely transport impacts of development proposals.

Circular 125/77 Roads and Traffic – National Parks

Subject always to the needs of road safety and the Highway Authority’s statutory duty in this regard, environmental quality should be the primary criterion in the planning of road systems, the design of road alterations and the arrangement of traffic.
In assessing traffic needs within the Parks, restraint should be exercised in considering improvements to accommodate visitor traffic and…improvements to roads leading to or within ‘remote’ areas should be limited to those essential for local traffic…..In inevitable conflict at peak times between traffic and the preservation of the character of minor roads leading to the more untouched areas, preservation of the character of minor roads should, wherever possible, be favoured….Highway authorities should, therefore, design essential road improvements in such a way as not to increase unnecessarily the capacity or speed of the road.

Circular 28/75 – Roads
In National Parks…it may be appropriate for environmental reasons to adopt one of the lower design speeds…

New roads must be carefully fitted into the surrounding countryside. They should follow the contours as closely as possible in order to reduce the need for obtrusive embankments or cuttings. Long straight sections of new road should be avoided and where ridges are crossed a horizontal curve should be introduced.
Wales Spatial Plan

· Public transport requirements to be identified for the Haven towns.

Joint Unitary Development Plan for Pembrokeshire: Inspector’s Report (November 2005)

3.30.15 Regarding the need for the park and ride facility, there is compelling evidence that Tenby town centre suffers from significant traffic problems during the holiday season. The Authorities’ aim of reducing those problems by intercepting traffic along the A478, the main road into the town from the north, is understandable. However there is far less logic behind their expectation that the proposed facility would serve Saundersfoot in a similar way, given that anyone travelling southwards along the A478 would pass the turning into the main road to Saundersfoot (suitably signposted) well before reaching New Hedges; and from that turning the journey to Saundersfoot would be shorter.
3.30.16 It is evident to me that the present proposal has not arisen from any wider transportation management exercise but rather because of the opportunity which the other elements (in particular the development of a foodstore) of Policy 32 provide, not least in terms of funding as the supporting text clearly suggests. The current Local Transport Plan contains only a brief reference to the intention to investigate extending park and ride services in Tenby and none at all regarding Saundersfoot. While the more recently published Local Authority Bus Strategy refers expressly to relocating park and ride facilities to New Hedges, this appears simply to be a reflection of what the JUDP already says. Therefore, in locational terms, this provision of transport policy similarly seems to be opportunist and development led rather than part of a wider transportation management initiative; there has, as the Authorities admitted at the Inquiry, as yet been no rigorous investigation of any other sites. This is hardly consistent with the tenor of PPW advice urging local authorities to adopt an integrated approach to traffic management.

9.98.8 As I have explained in my conclusions under that policy heading, the entire matter of park and ride provision at Tenby is in a state of uncertainty largely due to the absence of any comprehensive robust research on this matter. Until this has been done, and I am advised that this is in hand, I cannot see that sensible progress can be made towards resolving the well-acknowledged traffic problems which Tenby town centre suffers.

· Minimum infrastructure provision will be established for interchanges, focal points and stops based on SWWITCH standards. These standards will vary according to location type and form of facility.

· The Authority is striving to ensure that suitable infrastructure is provided to allow passengers to benefit from, as a minimum:

• A clean, safe, lit, dry waiting area;

• Well maintained, legible, up-to-date information; and

• Easy access to and from the bus for the mobility impaired.

· Ultimately, the Authority aims to:

• Provide facilities at all key interchange points within the bus network;

• Increase the rate of replacement of bus shelters, stops and information products to ensure consistent standards of weather protection, illumination and visibility are achieved;

• Design to improve personal security;

• Achieve standards consistent with the Disability Discrimination Act at all interchanges/shelters and stops with an ongoing programme of works;

• Design of stops and shelters to include stop specific location names and key location directional signage information;

• Improve standards of maintenance of interchanges, stops and shelters to deter instances of vandalism and offensive graffiti; and

• Achieve area-wide provide standardisation of bus stop/shelter siting and the use of clearways.

· Cycle carriage facilities on buses will be provided particularly where they will aid connection to the National Cycle Network

· Passenger facilities - Continue to improve passenger facilities on Bus Priority Corridors.
· Continue development of Community Transport Schemes.
· Maintain the existing network of bus services where these are able to offer value for money in meeting the needs of residents and tourists.

· Maximise Use - ensure that wherever possible existing users are able to maximise their use of bus services.

· Potential Users - ensure that future potential users are not deterred from using bus services.

· Environmental Consequences - encourage the use of bus services when the alternatives give rise to unacceptable environmental and other problems.

· Integration - promote the use of bus services by co-ordinating and integrating them with other means of transport and to promote the use of bus services for at least part of people's overall travel plans where appropriate.

· Alternative Solutions - promote the development of alternative innovative and community based solutions to rural public transport needs where conventional services do not offer value for money

· Interchange - Services should connect at interchange points to enable people to travel across the County easily. This involves connection between different types of public transport services, including trains.
· Target frequencies — For Regional and Strategic Local Bus Network links, frequencies will be set at an absolute minimum of a half hourly service during Monday-Saturday daytimes, with an hourly service on Sundays and weekends. 

· Funding - Seek extra funding to finance new services and increase frequencies where they are needed.

· Innovation - Develop and improve innovative solutions to transport needs in isolated communities.

· The Authority will take account of the provision of public transport in the early design of all new highway and development proposals.
· The Authority will protect land which is potentially useful for future development to enhance the public transport infrastructure.
· Potential developments will be expected to make an appropriate contribution to the enhancement of the existing public transport network.
· Whenever possible, the Authority will require travel plans to be produced for new developments as part of the planning process.
· Develop a high quality bus network through the implementation of a range of integrated measures including, where appropriate, bus priority and bus-only links.

· Encourage the enforcement of traffic management measures, particularly no-waiting regulations at bus stops etc.

· Develop effective partnerships with those responsible for enforcement.

· The Council and the Pembrokeshire Coast National Park Authority will explore the possibility of relocating the Park and Ride site at New Hedges through the Joint Unitary Development Plan process.

· Through a series of Traffic and Parking Studies for the other towns in the County, the Council will investigate the need for additional Park and Ride schemes.

· The Authority wishes to ensure that adequate provision is made for taxis in town centres, major developments and at transport termini and interchanges.

Pembrokeshire Strategic Framework 2007 – 2013: Socio-Economic and Environmental Analysis (September 2006)
Although 25% of Pembrokeshire’s resident population do not have access to a car demand for bus services is in decline. Rising car use has resulted in a vicious circle of declining bus use and financial viability, rising fares and reducing service levels. Sparsely populated areas are unable to support conventional bus services on a commercial basis. Particular problems exist for young people, people with disabilities and people of pensionable age.
Rail links into Pembrokeshire are inadequate, both in terms of the rail infrastructure itself and the standard of service. The majority of passenger train services running through the county are unprofitable.

This email was forwarded as a response to a representation from the Welsh Assembly Government at the Deposit Plan Consultation to verify that 'the likelihood that transport schemes in Table 10 will be delivered during the Plan period to ensure they will not result in unnecessary blight.' 
Email Response:

Please remove A40 Canaston Bridge as this is under construction.

The remainder of the schemes were drawn from a much longer list and were felt to have a realistic chance of being delivered within the lifetime of the LDP. Since this time, the proposed Penycwm to Newgale Footway has also been removed.

Notwithstanding the economic downturn, I consider that there is good likelihood of making progress on all the schemes within the Plan period, i.e. 2011 to 2021.

St Petrox Bends and Fan Road junction are scaled down versions of former more major schemes. They are collision sites with an expectation of funding from an external source.

Gumfreston to Tenby Phase 3 is already committed as previously stated.

The Carew path is linked to your Authority's proposal to enhance the visitor centre at the Castle. Assuming there is agreement to acquire the land, I am sure that the path will be progressed even if the visitor centre is delayed.

Glasfryn Road Improvement is dependent on progress with adjacent housing as it would need to be funded primarily by this development. 
Newhouse Bridge Improvement is perhaps the outsider and least likely to be built. However bearing in mind the timescale involved and indications that land was acquired/dedicated for the scheme about 40 years ago, I would be inclined to keep the scheme on the LDP list.

All the above schemes require just slithers of land and appear to be remote from any other potential development sites (other than Glasfryn Road which is directly linked to a development site) and the risk of planning blight would appear to be extremely low.

Bearing in mind the above, I would recommend that all the listed schemes (other than Canaston Bridge) are retained in the Deposit Plan.

Accessibility of Settlements in the National Park by Bus

Definitions

1. Frequent – services at least hourly, six days a week, including journeys suitable for travel to and from work, schools, morning and afternoon shopping.

2. Strategic – services at times suitable for travel to and from work, schools, morning and afternoon shopping, generally a minimum of 5 journeys a day – the minimum level considered necessary to be able to have a reasonable degree of mobility without private transport.

3. Daily – services on at least 5 days a week, but lacking one or more of the features necessary to be strategic.

4. Infrequent – services on one to four days a week.

5. Very Infrequent – services on school days only, summer only or less than weekly; and
